Servant Evangelism tips:

Whether you’re doing a party in the park or going door to door with flowers or cutting lawns, or giving away cokes at an intersection – here are a few reminders of what to do and say that reflect the spirit of Servant Evangelism, which is showing God’s love with no strings attached.

What to say?

When approaching a person, or you’re being approached by a person, all you have to say is something like:

“Hi, we’re just giving out free ________ today”

“Hello. We’re just out in the community giving out _________ for free today. Have you received yours yet?”

When they ask why, you can say something like:

“We just want to show God’s love in a practical way.”

“We just want to tell people that God loves them.”

“We’re doing this for free because God’s love is free.”

You often have to repeat that it’s free and that you’re not trying to sell anything or that you’re not taking donations. (
Kindness Card

As you say things like this, you give them your Kindness Card. We don’t do this because we’re about “marketing” our churches. We give a card so that the person has a place to connect if they desire, but our goal is to present Christ in a tangible way – expressing grace, love and mercy.

* Note: 

As much as possible, we don’t want to project any sort of “hook” (other than the Holy Spirit, of course!) as we do our projects. At this time we’re not trying to get them to come out to our church programs (unless they ask about them), or we don’t want to hand out material like “The 4 spiritual laws.” Again, it might be appropriate to bring things like this up in conversation, but it’s not something we want to “push.”

Signs

If you’re doing a project that is stationary (ie. hotdog give-away, etc.) you want to have a good amount of large, bright, fun-looking signs to attract people. Use lot’s of the word “free” (people will still want to try and pay you – don’t let them! ( ).

An example: Flower Give-away

· door to door, businesses, hospitals, mall, etc.

· groups of 2-3 (great for parents with small children!)

· carnations (or something in season) can be around 30 cents or less per flower

· also works great in conjunction with free lawn-cutting – sending people ahead with flowers

Door to Door:

· a group of 2-3 might need 30-40 flowers

· have team leaders decide on what areas to focus on, and where you are going to gather afterwards

· knock on the door and say something like: “Hi, we’re just giving out free flowers today!”

· hand them a card (or have it attached to the flower ahead of time)

· be sensitive to carry on a conversation, but it’s also ok if that’s all you do
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go to the next house!
