FAQ (Frequently Asked Questions)

What is Servant Evangelism?

Servant Evangelism is stepping out with acts of kindness to show God’s love in a practical way. Examples are: a free carwash, a coke give-away, free lawn cutting or yard work, or free bathroom cleaning. Whenever possible, a kindness card is given out with the free gift or service, saying something like, “We hope this small gift brings some light into your day. It’s a small way of saying God loves you – no strings attached…”
What is a Kindness Explosion?

A Kindness Explosion happens when several churches (hundreds or thousands of people!) get together to show God’s love to the city together through servant evangelism projects. The idea is to saturate the city that day with God’s love!
